August 29th - Depart the United States on your overnight flight to Shannon, Ireland.  Our travel 
planners are available to assist with your flight arrangements.

August 31st -This morning travel south into County Wicklow, known as the ‘garden of Ireland’. Visit the 
enchanting Powerscourt House and Gardens first laid out in 1731.

The library is home 
to the world-renowned 9th century Book of Kells, an illuminated manuscript with meticulous artwork 
around the borders. The evening is free to explore this vibrant city and dine in one of the many traditional 
pubs or restaurants.
